A
sk Michael Schnack about local art and 
he’ll say he grew up surrounded by it. Not 
just paintings and sculptures, but some of 
Hawai‘i’s most prominent artists themselves 
were fixtures in his life.

Watercolor artist John Young rented his first gal-
lery space from Schnack’s father and grandfather. 
Illustrator and printmaker Louis Pohl was his sister’s 
godfather. The brother of oil painter Lloyd Sexton Jr. 
was his surgeon. While attending Punahou School, he 
made glass sculptures under the tutelage of glass-
blower Hugh Jenkins in the ’70s.

One of Schnack’s earliest memories was growing 
up on Pu‘u Pānini in Kāhala, where he and the other 
neighborhood kids would visit the nearby house of 
Shirley Russell — who, in addition to being a noted 
impressionist painter and printmaker, was also a 
talented baker that made terrific cookies. It was 
Schnack’s first encounter with a real working artist.
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“People love things that transform. So, we have pieces 
of furniture like couches that become beds, bar carts 
that can become dining tables. People really like 
things that are multipurpose.”

VNTG opened in 2023 but is already doing better 
business than the owners expected, with very positive 
and appreciative reviews online.

“We started in a beautiful, historically significant 
building in Chinatown, designed by Vladimir Ossipoff 
himself,” Alexandro says. “In spite of how beautiful 
the building was, it was tough because we were on the 
third floor and the elevator was so small, we couldn’t 
have very large pieces of furniture.”

The chance to move into a space four times larger 
opened new possibilities to add restoration and 
upholstery services, plus custom woodworking and a 
glass business. 

Jennifer and Alexandro met in Boston. Originally 
from Brazil, Alexandro attended BYU-Hawai‘i and 
worked in technology and energy for companies like 
Westinghouse. Jennifer, who has a BA in architecture 
from Berkeley and an MA in real estate development 
from the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, was 
working in MIT’s investment management company. 

Alexandro, 39, is officially “retired” but Jennifer, 32, 
manages Kamehameha Schools’ $3.7-billion com-
mercial real estate portfolio. The couple has two 
children, 5 and 3. 

Their plans are as big as the space VNTG now 
occupies. They have already hosted comedy shows 
and jazz concerts and hope to add TED Talks and 
other events.  

“We are very lucky to have this space and to have so 
much of it,” Alexandro says. “We want this to be a 
place where anyone and everyone can come together.

“So, if anyone ever needs a space to hold a talk or to 
present something or to discuss things, we would love 
for them to approach us and talk to us.”
